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1. Qualifications
Those who may participate in the Enbu Taikai are as follows.
Those who hold 6-Dan or higher grade in Kendo, Iaido or Jodo (Dan must be one issued by
AJKF or an FIK affiliate.)

* A member of a Foreign Kendo federation may participate even if he/she does not
have a Shogo. However, the matching or the order of Enbu is determined
according to the Shogo. Therefore if you do not have a Shogo, you shall be placed
in the ‘Renshi-no-Bu’section in matching or in the order of Enbu just for the sake of
convenience._As for this years applications, the Shogo (Kyoshi, Renshi) granted by
an FIK affiliate shall be treated as it is. (Concerning Hanshi, it shall be separately
determined.)

* The qualifications for the Enbu Taikai application could change every year, so your
attention is appreciated.

2. Discipline & Schedule
An applicant may apply for the followings.
1) Kendo: An individual match demonstration by Shogo/Dan.
(Matching will be announced later.)

A part of KYOSHI 7-Dan: May 4
KYOSHI 8-Dan ~ Hanshi: May 5
2) laido: An individual Enbu by Shogo/Dan: May 2

3) Jodo:  An Enbu performed by 2 people (Uchidachi/Shidachi) of the same Ryuha
(school) in pair. The application must be made by those 2 people. Both 2 applicants
must meet the requirements stated in the above Qualifications :  May 2

4) Kakushu-no-Kata: An Enbu performed by 2 people (Uchidachi/Shidachi) of the same
Ryuha (school) in pair. The application must be made by those 2 people. Whether
both applicants are qualified or not shall be confirmed after the application is submitted
to AJKF: May?2

3. How to apply
Those who are qualified and desire to make an application shall submit an application form to
AJKF.
1) How to apply: Fill in the attached application form completely and send it to the AJKF
office together with the copies of your current Shogo and Dan
certificates by the designated deadline.

6. Participation Fee and Payment Methods
Participation fee (¥3,000/per discipline per person, Only Japanese Yen is accepted.)
The fee must be paid to AJKF by the following deadline. You should use either of the following
ways. If the AJKF Account Dept. cannot confirm the payment from you by the deadline date
below, your application is cancelled. If you make applications for two or more Enbu, please
remit the total of the participation fees. If you also apply for the 6-8 Dan examination in
Kyoto, it is recommended that you pay the Enbu Taikai fee together with the Dan exam
application fee so that you can save the cost. As for Jodo or Kakushu-no-kata, the
participation fee is for 2 people each, 6,000Yen in total.
After collecting the participation fees from the applicants, AJKF will pay all participation fees
from the FIK affiliates’ members in lump sum to Kyoto-fu Kendo Renmei, the hosting
organization. Once the participation fee is received by AJKF, it would not be returned in any
case.

*In case a remittance to the above bank account is made from a bank in a foreign country,
please _make Pay-in-full arrangement (all commissions including the Japanese bank
commission fees are paid by the sender) at vour local bank without fail. (The AJKF
accounting department does not accept a remittance without the Pay-in-full arrangement.
The bank commission system for a remittance from a foreign country to a Japanese bank is
complicated and it costs a lot for you so we rather recommend the method 3) below.)

* If your local bank cannot remit in Pay-in-full, the commissions of the MUFG Bank, Ltd are
as follows;
If the arrival amount is over 8,000 yen or more, the commission will be 4,000 yen, and if it is
less than 8,000 yen, half of the arrival amount will be the commission.

3) Other methods for payment:
If you have a relative or friend in Japan, you can ask him/her to send the money to AJKF
by remittance through post office or bank as above, or you can send or you can have
him/her send the money (Yen cash) to AJKF directly by registered post mail.

7. Others

1) Each of the participants should pay careful attention to safety for his/her own and others.
A participant should take out disease/accident insurance for whole travel period before
visiting Japan.

2) Please note that all the instructions and signs (oral or written) at the venue are given
only in Japanese.

3) The _matching and the date of your match for the Kendo Individual Match
Demonstration will be informed you later. (Even if you apply for the matching on
the first day of the Kyoshi 7-Dan’s Enbu, depending on the number of the applicants,
your matching might not be placed on that day. So please check the fixed date.)

4) You should go to the venue in time and register your attendance at the reception desk.
(The starting time of each day varies, so just be careful not to be late.)

5) As there is no parking space at the venue, please do not use a car for coming.

6) In case you find you have to cancel the participation, you should report it to AJKF as
soon as possible.

7) 5 forms (5-Hon) shall be performed at an laido Enbu, Jodo Enbu and Kakushu-no-Kata
Enbu. As for Jodo or Kakushu-no-kata, one participant may perform one time only.

8) You should wear a cloth Tare-name or name tag (country name and your name) during
the match/Enbu.

9) The individual information of an applicant is used for the purpose of the operation of the
Enbu Taikai, however, the minimum individual information such as name could be
carried in the AJKF web site or magazine as well. It also could be provided to some
mass media in order for the promotion of Kendo, laido and Jodo.

10) During the Taikai period, Asa-Geiko (morning practice) will be held as follows. If you
desire to join, just go to the venue.

May 2 7:00-7:30am Budo Center laido, Jodo
May 3 7:00-8:00am Budo Center Kendo
7:00-7:30am Butoku-den Taido, Jodo
May 4 7:00-8:00am Budo Center Kendo
May 5 7:00-8:00am Budo Center Kendo

(The participants of the Enbu Taikai only are eligible to participate in the Asa-Geiko.)



Regarding Asa-Geiko

+ Hanshi and Kyoshi 8-Dan holders only shall take the Motodachi place at the Kendo
Asa-Geiko in the Main Dojo.
At the reception of Asa-Geiko, ribbons are given to Hanshi (Red), Kyoshi (Blue) and
Senior participants of 70 or elder (Yellow). When you practice with a senior with a
yellow ribbon, please be careful not to practice too hard or challenge a dangerous attack. (*
Those who are not applicants cannot attend the Asa-Geiko.)

(There is no International Office staff at the venue on the day of the event, so it may not
be possible for the venue staff to deal with the questions or request of a foreign federation’s member
at the venue.)
